God’s Covenant with Abraham
Promises Contained in the Covenant: 
1. A great nation should come from him (Genesis 12:2)

2. The land “from the river of Egypt unto the great river, the river Euphrates.” is promised as a possession to him and his descendants (Genesis 15:18)

3. In his seed shall all the nations of the earth be blessed (Genesis 12:3).

The Nature of the Covenant: God makes this covenant with Abraham and his descendents.  It is unconditional (Genesis 15:7-18).  It is eternal (Genesis 17:7,13,19; 1 Chronicles 16:16-17).  

Impact of this Covenant on future events:  
1. Israel will posses the land promised to them “forever” (Genesis 13:15).  

2. Through this covenant to Abraham “all the nations of the earth will be blessed” (Genesis 12:3).  

Are Christians included in this Covenant?  As Christians we are related to the Abrahamic Covenant in that through Christ we have been given salvation (all the nations of the earth will be blessed).  The fact that the Church is distinct from Israel is seen in the following verses: Acts 3:12; 4:8; 21:28; Romans 10:1; 1 Corinthians 10:32; Romans 11:25.
