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God’s Unconditional Covenants

Three main promises are contained within the Abrahamic Covenant:  (1) the promise of the land, (2) the promise of numerous descendants, and (3) the promise of redemption.  These promises are elaborated and confirmed through the following covenants: 

The Palestinian Covenant: This covenant gave Israel particular assurance of final, permanent restoration to the land (Deuteronomy 30:3-5; Ezekiel 20:33-37, 42-44).  

There are seven main features of this covenant: 

1. The nation will be plucked off the land for its unfaithfulness (Deuteronomy 28:64-66).  

2. There will be future repentance of Israel (Deuteronomy 30:1-3).  

3. Israel will be restored to the land (Deuteronomy 30:5). 

4. Israel’s enemies will be judged (Deuteronomy 30:7).

5. The nation will receive her full blessing (Deuteronomy 30:9).
The Davidic Covenant: This Covenant has to do with promises of dynasty, nation, and throne (2 Samuel 7:11-13, 16; Jeremiah 33:20-21; 31:35-37).  

1. David is to have a child, yet to be born, who shall succeed him and establish his kingdom (2 Samuel 7:12).  

2. This son (Solomon) shall build the temple instead of David (2 Samuel 7:13).  

3. The throne will not be taken away even though Israel’s sins justify chastisement (Jeremiah 31:35-37).  

4. David’s house, throne, and kingdom shall be established forever (2 Samuel 7:13,16; Jeremiah 33:20-21).
The New Covenant: This covenant particularly deals with Israel’s spiritual blessing and redemption (Jeremiah 31:31-40; Hebrews 8:6-13). 

1. This covenant is unconditional, resting on the “I will” of God (Jeremiah 31:31-34).  

2. The covenant includes the promise of a “new heart”.  This is a reference to regeneration (Ezekiel 36:26).  

3. The covenant includes the promise of “forgiveness of sins” (Jeremiah 31:34).
4. The temple will be rebuilt in Jerusalem (Ezekiel 37:26-27).
