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Society in the Last Days

· 1 Timothy 4:1-3

V. 1 - "…some shall depart from the faith…" = Churches will no longer hold to historic Christian teaching.  

V. 1 - "…giving head to seducing spirits…" = There will be demonic influence in churches.

· 2 Timothy 3:1-7

V. 2 - "…lovers of their own selves…" = "Men shall be self-lovers" (Ironside)

V. 2 - "…covetous…" = "Money-lovers" (Ironside)

V. 2 - "…boasters…" = It is one who brags and boasts about his accomplishments and in his boasting he overpasses the limits of truth and stresses the fact to magnify himself in his attempt to impress men” 

V. 2 - "…proud…" = “haughty, arrogant, one who esteems himself above his fellow”

V. 2 - "…blasphemers…" = “abusive speech, slanderer.”

V. 2 - "…disobedient to parents…" 

V. 2 - "…unthankful…" = “not thankful, ungrateful”

V. 2 - "…unholy…" = “wicked”

V. 3 - "…Without natural affection…" = “the absence of love between parents and children”.  

V. 3 - "…trucebreakers…" = “irreconcilable.  It denotes a hostility that admits of no truce.  The word denotes a man who cannot bring himself to come to terms with other people”

V. 3 - "…false accusers…" = “slanderer”  These are those who promote quarrels in hope that they may gain from them.” 

V. 3 - "…incontinent…" = “without self-control; i.e., with respect to both their tongue and to their appetite and everything else.”

V. 3 - "…fierce…" = “not tamed, uncivilized, savage.”

V. 3 - "…despises of those that are good…" = “haters of good.”

V. 4 - "…Traitors…" = “traitor, betrayer.  The word was used of one who betrays his country or one who is a traitor to his oath or one who abandons another in danger.”

V. 4 - "…heady…" = “hasty, reckless, one who engages in hasty speech or action.”

V. 4 - "…highminded…" = “to fill with smoke, to be conceited.”

V. 4 - "…lovers of pleasure more than lovers of God…" = “pleasure lover” rather than  “God lover”.

V. 5 - "…Having a form of godliness but denying the power…" = Having an outward form of godliness void of reality. 

V. 7 - "…Ever learning, and never [coming to] the truth…"
· 2 Timothy 4:3 = Rejection of God's Word. “to tickle, to scratch, to itch, to feel and itching.  It is used fig. of curiosity that looks for interesting and spicy bits of information.  This itching is relieved by the messages of the new teachers.

· Luke 17:28 = Backsliding believers. 

· Luke 17:28 = Ramped homosexuality.

· Jude 18 = Abnormal sexual activity.
