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The Millennial Kingdom

The Millennial reign of Christ will bring to culmination the many promises God made to the nation of Israel.  Promises such as the possession of land, a lasting Davidic Kingdom, rulership over Israel’s enemies, and universal righteousness. The establishment of this earthly kingdom will take place following the Second Coming of Christ. 

Those who were saved during the Tribulation and remained alive throughout the seven years of judgment will enter into Christ’s kingdom with mortal bodies (Matthew 24:13).  Believers from all other ages (Tribulation martyrs, local church believers, Old Testament believers) will reign with Christ over the earthly inhabitants of the Kingdom for one thousand years (Revelation 20:6; 2 Timothy 2:12). The characteristics of this kingdom are described as follows: 

(a) Universal Justice and Peace.  The Millennial Kingdom will usher in a time of great prosperity (Ezekiel 34:26).   There will be no more wars (Isaiah 2:4), violence and persecution will be greatly subdued (Isaiah 11:4,9).  Even in our current world economy if all nations ceased military and security spending the wealth made available for humanitarian needs would be astounding.  

(b) Universal Knowledge of God and Righteousness.   All men will know the truth of God during the Millennial Kingdom (Isaiah 11:9).  In conjunction with the truth of God being known to all men it is clear that Christ will ensure that righteousness is made the norm of the Millennial society.  

(c) The Nature of Animals will be changed.  The student of Bible prophecy will not soon forget the savagery animals wrought on humanity during the seven previous years of Tribulation (see Revelation 6:8).  God will evidently change animals in both their diet and aggression during Christ’s earthly Kingdom (Isaiah 11:6-7).  

(d) Human Infirmities will be removed.  The list of infirmities mentioned in Isaiah 35:5-6 likely indicate the removal of all birth defects and other debilitating conditions from mankind.  The promise of longevity is also seen in Isaiah 65:20.   

The Final Revolt

According to Revelation 20:7-9, at the conclusion of the thousand-year reign of Christ, Satan, who has been bound, will be loosed again and will be permitted to deceive the nations as he has done through the ages.  Those who will be deceived evidently are those who will be born in the millennial kingdom whose parents previously entered the millennium in their natural bodies.  

This rebellion will be quickly judged by the Lord bringing all men to stand before the Great White Throne Judgement (Revelation 20:11-15).
